Remember talk of a ñpaperless officeò some years ago ï believe me it hasnôt happened yet, in 

fact, we have more paper and documentation to deal with now than ever.   I expect you do too. 

Coastlink has had a great year this year with new programs such as Teen Time, special pro-

grams for carers aged 60 and over, respite and centre based day care for people who are frail 

aged and people with dementia and their carers, day care programs for people aged 25 ï 64 

as well as expansions to existing programs.   

The Stronger Together program funded by the State Government has provided extra respite 

and other services for younger people with disabilities and their carers after without growth in 

disability services.  Most of the funding through Stronger Together has gone into new programs 

such as after school care, vacation care, ageing carer programs and recreation and leisure 

programs and the response from families to the new programs has been terrific. 

All existing programs have experienced increases in the numbers of people seeking ser-

vice.  In May we allocated 21 individual respite places in one of HACC respite programs but we 

had over 70 applicants ï this means over 50 families were not able to access respite from this 

program and had to seek assistance elsewhere.    The Allocation Panel had a very difficult job 

deciding, on the basis of need, which families would get respite.  Never an easy job but particu-

larly difficult this year in the face of so much need. 

As we reach the end of another year everyone at Coastlink wish you and your family a very 

Merry Christmas and a safe and prosperous New Year and we all look forward to working with 

you again next year .
